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About the program

The graduate interdisciplinary university study program Democracy and Resilience
in Modern Society is aimed at educating future professionals in the fields of diplomacy
and international, intercultural, and political relations. The program was designed in
cooperation with Sapir Academic College from Israel. The program is taught in English.
The contents of the study program address both Croatian and international labor mar-
kets, the internationalization and globalization of the economy, Croatia’s role in the EU,
Israel’s relationship with the EU and, in general, its international position.

Students who enroll in this master program will acquire the adequate skills for them
to understand, define, and analyze the processes, strategies, and issues of internation-
al cooperation, mutual relations, and cultural diplomacy. The program includes deep
scientific analyses of complex topics such as human rights and migration, general data
protection regulation (GDPR), artificial intelligence, and cyber security.

This program will provide thorough answers to the key challenges of democracy
in the modern world. Students will acquire competencies that are both universal and
specific, making them highly employable in EU countries and abroad. This is a unique
higher education program, the result of close collaboration with the State of Israel, with
the objective of educating interdisciplinary professionals in the fields of humanities and
social sciences. The students will gain a stratified and multi-layered education at the
graduate level. This program promotes the unique values of Croatian and Israeli culture
and identity, while transferring to the students the humanistic and social values neces-
sary for continuous and competent functioning in the global markets.
